3.  Pyjamas, dressing gown and slippers.

4.  Swimming trunks (mainly in the summer ! )

5.  Spare set of undergarments

6. Reading book.

Please can your son or daughter bring with them a clean school shirt / blouse
(where possible) for each night they are boarding.

Optional items.

1. A small amount of tuck
2. Teddy

We will provide duvets, duvet covers and pillows. If your son or daughter is going to
regularly board then we encourage them to bring in their own duvet cover and pillow
case which they keep here and use each time they board.
